Prof Pasha said it is very unfortunate that we waste a lot of
water in our daily life due to lack of awareness. He stressed
the need to use latest techniques of irrigation like drip
irrigation system and precision farming, etc, to save
precious water.

Regional Director Pakistan Council of Research in Water
Resources Zameer Ahmed Soomro spoke about major
water challenges in Pakistan, water management, water
conservation and water conservation techniques and
national water policy.
